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"The subject we are discussing 
this summer is very beautiful, 
very authentic and very basic: 
the invincible woman--the 
woman who cannot be 
destroyed, come what may. 
She can give birth, she can 
create, but she cannot be 
destroyed. 
 
Today, the entire society of the 
earth is based on woman. You 
can measure the strength of a 
nation from the face of the 
woman. You can measure the 
prosperity of a nation from the 
smile of the child. You can 

measure the power of a nation from its songs. These are three measuring principles." 
 
Therefore, remember that God in His Grace wanted you to be nothing but a woman. A 
woman who cannot be understood by others shall be destroyed. When a woman is not 
understood by others to be a woman, then she is just a piece of furniture and a door mat 
be used and abused.
